Total spending on the “war on terror” exceeds $3 

trillion. And the U.S. federal government continues to 

spend $275 billion each year.1
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The NSA illegally collects the phone call data of all 

Americans.2 Also, via “National Security Letters” the 

F.B.I. collects personal information without a court 

order.3 Both programs violate the 4th amendment.

ILLEGAL MASS SPYING

The congress has now unconstitutionally given the 

military authority to detain U.S. citizens without 

charge or trial.4

IMPRISONMENT WITHOUT CHARGES

The U.S. government now claims the right to 

assassinate U.S. citizens abroad without charge, trial, 

or due process of any kind.5

ASSASSINATION OF AMERICANS

Mass surveillance has been justified by secret  legal 

interpretations. Revealing these classified legal 

interpretations is considered a crime.6

SECRET LAWS

The government maintains a “no-fly” list, which op-

erates without judicial oversight. Once on it, there’s 

no way to challenge one’s inclusion.7
